A. A National Anthem is a _ _ _ _ of _ _ _ _ _ _ or _ _ _ _ _ _ _ adopted to _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ a nation.
    It is sometimes born out of the country’s struggles, representing its _ _ _ _ _ _ _,   _ _ _ _ _ _ _
    and   _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ .  
    The effect of a National Anthem is to bring out the citizen’s _ _ _ _ for their country reminding them 
    of their nation's glory, beauty, and rich heritage –and fostering a desire to _ _ _ _ _ its welfare.

B. Historical setting of the National Anthem
· The Stuarts were the first kings of the United Kingdom and ruled from 1603 to 1714. 

· King George I (1714–1727) from the German House of Hanover then came to the throne. The Stuarts were exiled. They were not happy.
· During the reign of King George II (1727–1760) Charles Edward Stuart (better known as Bonnie Prince Charlie) believing the British throne was his birthright, made an attempt to regain it. This is known as the Jacobite Invasion.
· It was in support of King George II at this time (1745), that the patriotic song ‘God save the King’ was first performed at the Theatre Royal, London.
· That patriotic song came to be known as the National Anthem at the beginning of the nineteenth century. 

· Its official status did not come about by Royal Proclamation or Act of Parliament but by ‘custom’ and ‘use.’
C. Occasions when the National Anthem is played or sung
It is usual to sing the _ _ _ _ _ verse only. The third verse is sometimes sung.

‘_ _ _ _’ or ‘_ _ _ _ _’ is substituted depending on the gender of the reigning monarch.
The National Anthem is played whenever The Queen makes a public appearance.
